The City of Plattsmouth is in the unique position to capitalize on current and near future

 U.S. Highway 34 Missouri River bridge 

 Offutt Air force Base 

 Offutt Air Force Base Nebraska National Guard Armory 

 Separation of combined sanitary and storm sewers

Plattsmouthõs Fourmile Industrial Park 

Currently zoned industrial, Plattsmouth has 63.1 acres near the intersection of U.S. Hwy 75 and 

East Wiles Road available for new industrial activity.  Electricity service is provided by 

Nebraska Public Power District (NPPD) via a 69kV sub-transmission system.  Natural gas is 

provided by Black Hills Energy. City water is available on site via a 12 inch looped line. 

Highway 75 is a four seasons road with very good access year round. There are no existing

weight limits restricting truck traffic. Water and sewer extensions will be made sufficient to meet 

new activity. Telecommunications providers include Charter Communications, Jag Wireless, 

Windstream, Level 3, PinPoint, Time Warner Cable, and Sprint.  

Located within Fourmile Industrial is a 10,500 sf. industrial building with five business bays, 

each with large overhead doors and 1,750 sf. inside space, available for lease. 

Additional industrial sites in buildings ranging from 10,000 to 15,000 sf. are occasionally 

available in the Cityôs industrial park located on the south edge of Plattsmouth, adjacent to South

Available Work Force 

Plattsmouth, within Cass County, is part of the Omaha-Council Bluffs Metropolitan Statistical 

Area (MSA). Total labor force for Cass County is 14,320 and for the Omaha-Council Bluffs 

MSA is 450,626.

Our key location along highway and rail transportation corridors, surrounded by 

telecommunications providers, and with easy access to either our local airport or Omahaôs airport 

only 20 minutes away, provide unique opportunities to target and attract a broad range of 

industrial and business activities.

Plattsmouth has Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) reuse funds and local economic 

development funds available for uses consistent with the Cityôs Economic Development Plan. 

According to the Plan, businesses eligible for funding are any corporation, partnership, limited 

liability company or sole proprietorship, which derives its principal source of income from any 

of the following:

 The manufacture of articles or commerce 

 The conduct of research and development 

 The processing, storage, transport, or sale of goods or commodities which are sold or 

traded in interstate commerce 

 Tourism related activities 

 Telecommunications activities 

 Headquarters facilities relating to eligible activities as listed within the plan. 

Other permitted uses include infrastructure necessary to support eligible activities and marketing 

consistent with the plan.  

Plattsmouth has previously used tax increment financing (TIF) and will consider TIF as a viable 

option for development and redevelopment projects meeting the intended use of TIF, e.g., 

substandard and blighted.

our strengths include quality parks, an excellent public library, a safe community, and a wide 

range of quality housing opportunities. 

In 2008, Plattsmouth completed construction on a $1.8 million addition to the Fire and Rescue 

Department. We also opened a 46,000 square foot, $5.7 million senior and community center 

through which we provide programming for the entire life cycle.  Our doors now open more than 

12,000 times per week for seniors, infants, toddlers, children, young adults and adults 

participating in everything ranging from meals for seniors to high-energy aerobics, dance and 

other fitness activities.
